Relationally
cooperate with team leaders promptly and cheerfully.
exhibit a Christ-like attitude.
work hard to the best of my ability.
not compare myself to others.
treat fellow team members with respect and deference according to
I Thessalonians 5:12-19 and Philippians 2:1-4. 
speak words of life only - no complaining.
share any problems with team leaders only, and follow their leadership in  the resolution.
guard my actions closely to make sure that I lift up Christ, the team, and Journey Church. 
be grateful and appreciative of others.
seek to keep myself from being isolated and be open to forming friendships with the entire team.
aim to form friendships with the host team as best as I can.

Respectfully
understand that the decisions of the team leaders are final and non-negotiable.
do whatever the hosts asks, even if I disagree, don’t fully understand it, or think that I have a better way.
accept training, correction, constructive advice freely and cheerfully.
be involved in all team activities, doing whatever is asked of me, however stretching or out-of-my-box the task might be.
be on time for all team activities.
put the needs of the team before my own.
always look out for the well-being of other team members.
be generous with praise and encouragement toward other team members.
eat whatever is provided for me to eat - with positive comment.
lay down the concept of “American Rights” and realize that I am a guest in the host country.
be mindful of my speech and comments, realizing that my hosts may understand more than I realize.
take responsibility for my own actions.
prepare myself spiritually, physically, emotionally, and mentally to be an active and effective team member.


Practically
take a physical break when I need to.
take no unnecessary risks.
go nowhere without approval from my team leadership.
go nowhere alone.
give money or make promises to no one on the host team.
give no personal information to anyone on the host team.
report all injuries to the team leaders and the medical staff.
refrain from unnecessary ‘social media’ posting, friending or connections without permission and guidance from a team leader.

Spiritually

commit to pray and prepare myself for effective ministry with my team members through regular meetings and rehearsal times scheduled by the team leaders.
participate in regular team devotional and worship times as well as personal devotional times while on the trip.
exhibit the Fruit of the Spirit in my life (Galatians 5:22, 23)
take every opportunity to learn new skills and be open for God to stretch me in areas outside of my comfort zone.


I know that I will be challenged and enjoy my experience while in the host country.  I will return a tired yet changed person, better equipped to love and serve people for Jesus.
